This dataset comprises apprenticeship advert and vacancy
content supplied by recruiters and published on the Find An
Apprenticeship digital service.

The service is operated by the Department for Education as a
recruitment platform, free at point of use. It enables:

o Employers to publicise apprenticeship vacancies.

¢ Candidates to apply for vacancies.

¢ Recruiters to manage the recruitment process for the
vacancies displayed on the service.

A Vacancy is defined as a single opportunity for a unique
individual to be employed as an Apprentice. A single
advertisement (previously referred to as a Vacancy Notice) may
contain one or more Vacancies.

The dataset comprises the items listed below. All standard fields
are populated using a standardised selection of data items, some
are automatically system-populated. The content of free text fields
is drafted by the author of an advertisement and is not restricted
by the system.
